WORDS FROM OUR PASTOR

Dear Faith Family,
Keep the dates of Sunday morning November 1st through Wednesday, November 4th on your calendars and in your prayers. These are the dates we have scheduled for our Fall Revival services. Rev. Johnny Muller will be our guest speaker. However, just because we have the dates of revival services and a speaker for the services do not mean we will experience real revival. Revival has been described as the life of God returning to the people of God. I feel this is a desperate need among our church family. I personally need Jesus Christ to break into my life. I know some of you feel that same need. And there are those who, while not recognizing it, have this need as well. Will you pray with me that God will break our hearts of sin and coldness and break into our lives and our services once again? The following is a devotional thought from Oswald Chambers entitled “Leave Room For God” and is based on Galatians 1:15-16. 
“But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and called me through His grace, to reveal His Son in me…”
“As servants of God we have to learn to make room for God; to give God elbow room. We calculate and estimate, and say that this or that will happen, and we forget to make room for God to come as He chooses. Would we be surprised if God came into our meeting or into our preaching in a way we never looked for Him to come? Do not look for God to come in any particular way, but look for Him. Expect Him to come, but not in a way you would choose. However we may know God, the great lesson to learn is that at any minute He may break in. God never works in any other way. All of a sudden God meets life – “But when it pleased God…” Keep your life so constant in its contact with God that His surprising power may break out on the right hand or on the left. Always be in a state of expectancy and see that you leave room for God to come in at His good pleasure.”  
May each of us expect God to break in by leaving room for Him in our lives and in the life of our church.

SWANSEA PARISH NURSE
                  This Little Pig…             
                                               …will not cause Swine Flu. 
It’s a rumor eating bar-b-que, bacon, pork chops etc. will not give you the Swine Flu or more politically correct the H1N1. Let’s get some facts straight. There are two kinds of flu around this year; the seasonal flu and the H1N1 or Swine Flu. Symptoms are about the same with the exception of with H1N1 as some are experiencing nausea, vomiting and diarrhea.  Both are spread in the same way by droplets from a cough or sneeze from an infected person. You can also pick up the germs by touching surfaces with the flu virus on it such as door knobs, shopping carts, or light switches. 
FLU DO NOTS: After touching such surfaces DO NOT rub your eyes, put your hand to your mouth or touch your nose as this is the way the germ can also enter into your body! DO NOT double dip with your tissues use them only once and throw them away. A new box of tissues won’t cost you as much financially or personally as the flu. DO NOT stop to pick up a tissue on the ground. Littering is allowed during flu season. AND MEN, forget the chivalry and DO NOT offer to let someone use your hanky. Carry tissues during flu season!
FLU TO DOS: DO everything you can to prevent the spread of the flu germs. DO cover your cough and sneeze. If you don’t have a tissue handy, sneeze or cough in the bend of your elbow. If you are not sure how to do this DO ask a child they will be glad to show you!! DO wash your hands with soap and warm water for 15-20 seconds or use alcohol based hand sanitizer. Perhaps the most important DO---- JUST STAY HOME IF YOU ARE SICK. We all like to be tough but this is not the time. You should be fever free for 24 hours and not have taken anything for fever during the 24 hour period. 
Who should get the flu shot? The seasonal flu shot should be taken by everyone unless otherwise informed by your doctor. One injection required. H1N1 now 2 injections required.
Who can get the H1N1 or Swine flu shot? Only targeted groups will be offered the H1N1 initially. And here is the list: Pregnant women, persons who live with or take care of infants less than 6 months old, health-care and EMS personnel, children and young adults 6 months – 24 years and persons aged 25-64 who are at high risk. Senior citizens unless at risk will not be targeted during the initial vaccination period. This is simply because in 1976 there was a swine flu threat and this age group MAY have some acquired immunity to the H1N1 virus.
