The first question is; “Am I making an eternal impact with the salvation God has so graciously provided for me? The second question is; “How can I assist Faith Baptist Church in becoming a 
church of eternal impact?” May God reveal the answers to these questions and may we exercise the obedience to do exactly what He reveals to us.
