The ABC’s of Medicare Coverage…

It’s that time of year…..Thanksgiving, Christmas and Medicare review time. Open enrollment started November 15th and will end December 31st. Back in the day there were only two parts to Medicare, Part A and Part B. However, just to make it a bit more confusing there are many different parts of Medicare coverage. There is Medicare A, B, C, and D. I do not profess to be an expert but I am going to attempt to demystify the subject a bit. 

First of all there is original Medicare which is run by the Federal Government and provides your Part A and Part B coverage. Part A helps cover inpatient care in hospitals, skilled nursing facilities, hospice and home health care. Part A generally does not require premiums because cost is covered by Medicare taxes paid by you or your spouse during working years. 

Part B is optional, you do not have to pay for this but trust me think about it before you refuse. If you choose to take Part B which covers doctors’ services, outpatient care and some preventive services to help maintain health you will pay a monthly premium which is usually taken out of your Social Security check. In addition you will pay an annual deductible (which can change yearly) and a co-payment that is equal to 20% of the approved costs charged by your doctor. Confused yet? There is more. 

Part C or Medicare Advantage Plans is health coverage options run by private companies approved by and under contract with Medicare. This plan includes your Part A and Part B and some have drug plans. Some examples of these companies are Blue Choice, Humana Insurance, and InStil Health Insurance. 

Part D is the prescription drug option. This plan is also run by private insurance companies approved by and under contract with Medicare. There are different plans that have different monthly premiums and cover various drugs. 

So you do have choices that you can make. Original Medicare is run by the Federal Government and provides Part A and Part B coverage. You can buy a Medigap (Medicare Supplement Insurance) sold by private companies to cover the gaps in Part A and Part B coverage. These are also sold by private insurance companies. You will also need a Part D drug plan with original Medicare. Of you can choose a Medicare Advantage Plan as discussed above. 

So, all I have left to say is if you are still confused and need more information you can read your red, white and blue “My Medicare” book, go to online services like www.Medicare.gov  or you can call me and I will try to help unravel the Medicare mystery as much as possible.
