Every thing you always wanted to know about feet but never bothered to ask. 
· There are 28 bones, 33 joints, 107 ligaments and 19 major muscles and tendons in the human foot.
· The skin on your feet is 20 to 30 times thicker than on any other part of your body.
· There are roughly 250,000 sweat glands on a pair of feet. So that explains it!!
· Each foot produces more than a cup of perspiration per day. More when you exercise, at least a pint!
· Foot problems occur in women four times more than in men. 
· The average foot expands about 5% in volume as the day goes on.
· A 2 ½ “high heel can increase the load on the forefoot by 75%.
· For two out of every ten people the second toe is the longest.

· Don’t tickle a baby’s feet, they will stutter when they begin to talk.
· If you sweep under a young lady’s feet she will never marry.
· If a women’s 2nd toe is longer than the big toe watch out she will be the boss in the family.

The feet are probably the most abused members of the body not to mention neglected. Socrates once said “When our feet hurt, we hurt all over.” How true that is. So what are some things we can do to pamper our feet? A warm water soak with 2-3 tablespoons of baking soda is good for starters. Add some marbles to the bottom of the pan for a good foot massage.
