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Dear Faith Family,

In a few weeks, we will celebrate what has come to be called Easter Sunday. I prefer to call it Resurrection Sunday because of Christ rising from the dead and defeating man’s age-old enemy - death. To take us deeper into the worship experience of the Resurrection, we are having a unique service on Thursday, April 21 at 7:00. It is called Maundy Thursday Service.                                                                                                    Maundy Thursday, also known as “Holy Thursday” is the Thursday of Passion Week, one day before Good Friday (the Thursday before Easter). Maundy Thursday is the name given to the day on which Jesus celebrated the Passover with His disciples, known as the Last Supper. Two important events are the focus of Maundy Thursday.
First, Jesus celebrated the Last Supper with His disciples and thereby instituted the Lord’s Supper (Luke 22:19-20). Some Christian churches observe a special Communion service on Maundy Thursday in memory of Jesus’ Last Supper with His disciples. Second, Jesus washed the disciples’ feet as an act of humility and service, thereby setting an example that we should love and serve one another in humility (John 13:3-17). Some Christian churches observe a foot-washing ceremony on Maundy Thursday to commemorate Jesus’ washing the feet of the disciples.
The word “Maundy” is derived from the Latin word for “command.” The “Maundy” in Maundy Thursday refers to the command Jesus gave to the disciples at the Last Supper, that they should love and serve one another. 
Should we observe Maundy Thursday? The Bible neither commands nor forbids it. It is a good thing to remember the Last Supper and Jesus’ sacrifice on our behalf. It is a good thing to remember the Lord’s example of humility. However, at the same time, we should avoid ritualistic observances of holidays unless they are truly focused on God and our relationship with Him. And that is our purpose for having this service this year. By observing the Lord’s humility and grace, I hope we will come away more aware of His sacrifice and more grateful of His grace. Please make plans to join us that evening and for all the special events during that week.

SWANSEA PARISH NURSE
Sleepy in Swansea…

Here I sit trying to write this month’s newsletter filled with words of wisdom but I have actually fallen asleep at the computer several times. And you ask why? It’s that time of year when the scientific geniuses have taken an hour of sleep from me. Anyone else out there feel the same way? I try to look at the positives in every situation but I struggle with this one. 

However, after a bit of research and relying on information I already knew I realized that I didn’t get enough sleep in the first place. The amount I need is different from the amount you need. Sleep needs vary with age and individuals. Research cannot be exact and pinpoint the exact amount needed by people at different ages. But  a rule of  thumb that most agree on is that preschoolers age 3-5 need 11-13 hours, school age 5-10 years need 10-11 hours, teens 10-17 need 8.5 – 9.5 hours and adults 7-9 hours. 

Another way to figure out if you are sleep deprived is to access your own individual sleep needs and habits. See how you function during the day on different amounts of sleep. Pay close attention to your mood, energy level and amount of drowsiness after a poor night’s sleep vs. a good night’s sleep. 

Some Sleepy Time Habits to Follow:

· Go to bed and get up at the same time each day. 

· Create a bedtime routine..soak in a warm bath or listen to relaxing music

· The bedroom should be dark, quiet and cool. Sleep on a comfortable mattress and pillows. Use the bed for sleep. No television, food, or computer in the bed. Experts say no reading in bed….umm…not sure about this one but I must include it.

· Finish eating 2-3 hours before turning in.

· Avoid caffeine close to bedtime.

Please if you are experiencing nod time during the day, excessive snoring at night, leg cramps, difficulty breathing during sleep….contact your primary care physician. Most importantly make sleep a priority.
