The But Ugly Truth…       
I know you don’t want to talk about it BUT you’re going to read about it. March is Colorectal Cancer Awareness month. Colorectal cancer is the THIRD most commonly diagnosed cancer in the United States and South Carolina for men and women. In the United States it is the third leading cause of cancer deaths BUT in South Carolina it ranks second for cancer death rates. More bad news…Attention Men!! According to statistics from the South Carolina Cancer Alliance, men have a 42% higher rate of new cases and 50% higher death rate from this disease than women. African Americans are diagnosed at a 22% higher rate for this colorectal cancer than Caucasians. African Americans have a 47% higher death rate than Caucasians from colorectal cancer. BUT did you know….it doesn’t have to be this way. Colorectal cancer is one of only four cancers (others include cervical, oral and skin) for which screening can actually prevent cancer as opposed to being simply a method of early detection. It is recommended that you begin screening for colorectal cancer at age 50 or earlier if you have a family history of colorectal cancer or adenomatous polyps. African Americans should begin screening at age 45. Talk with your doctor about which screening test would be best for you because there are different options. Screening is the best tool to prevent colorectal cancer BUT there are other things you can do every day to aid in the prevention of colorectal cancer.  Get screened regularly. Maintain a healthy weight throughout life. Adopt a physically active lifestyle. Consume a healthy diet with an emphasis on plant sources. These are things you can control to help prevent colorectal cancer. These are some things I thought you needed to know about colorectal cancer. If you want more information about colorectal cancer, call me or email me. So have you heard the word enough? How many times did I use the words colorectal cancer? I know it is not something we want to discuss BUT it is something we need to discuss!
