 When It’s Hot……    

Stay out of the kitchen and the yard!! South Carolina is known for it’s hot humid dog days of summer. However , this year summer came early! For the past several days the thermometer has registered above 90 and with that “heat index” thing it has felt like 100+. It is much too hot to be outside!!!

During these hot days we must be aware of how excessive heat can effect our bodies. Pay attention to the weather forcasts. They issue Heat Advisories for a reason. If you do go outside there are some things you need to remember. 

· Wear loose fitting, light weight, light colored clothing. Dark tight clohes hold heat and do not allow the body to cool properly. 

· Wear a large brim hat with ventilation.

· Take cool down breaks. Sit under the shade and drink water. 

Know the warning signs of heat exhaustion:

· Weak rapid pulse

· Muscle cramps

· Nausea

· Headache

· Faintness

What to do?

· Stop all activity and rest

· Move to a cooler place

· Wipe off with cool water

· Call doctor if symptoms worsen or if they don’t improve within 60 minutes

Medication Alert!!

Certain drugs that can affect the body’s ability to stay hydrated may put you at higher risk for heat exhaustion. Some are beta blockers, diuretics, antihistamines,tranquilizers and antipsychotics. So if you take any of these medications please discuss with your doctor and be aware that you should pay attention to how you feel while out in the sun. Last but not least…..Remember the sunscreen.
