Increase your level of physical activity.
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 In the same way, staying physically active does not mean you have to pump iron or do an iron man marathon. Simply walking or gardening can help you meet a minimum of 30 minutes of exercise a day. If 30 minutes is too much at one time, break it up and walk for 15 minutes and garden for 15 minutes. 
Increase your social activities. 
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Social ties with friends and family seem to be critical. The more people get out of their house and engage in social activities the better they seem to do.
