Cure Hemorrhoids

Now that I have your attention,  October was “Talk about Prescription Month” and I forgot to talk about it then so I am doing it in November! So let’s talk. 

Number 1 if you have a list of your medications review them and make any updates. List all of the medications you are currently taking. Make sure you list all over the counter (OTC) drugs and herbal medications. I know some of these may be “self prescribed” and you haven’t come clean with your doctor. It is important that your doctor and pharmacist know about ALL medications you take. Some of you may not even have a list other than in your head am I right? Or is it written on a piece of notebook paper and in your underwear drawer? Well, if so it is time to fill out an official medication form. I like the “Universal Medication” form because it includes other information medical personnel need to know about you.  I will be placing some in all churches this month so look for them!

Number 2 Clean out that medicine cabinet, drawer or bag. Look for out of date medications and throw away any drugs you no longer take. Now I know you all hold on to some pills for the “If and I’ll save” time (If I get a sore throat again I’ll save a few pills and use them next time). Are you guilty of this? I won’t say any more to you other than not a good idea! 

Number 3 Dispose of the drugs in a safe way. Tablets can be placed in a plastic zip lock bag, crushed and combined with old coffee grounds or kitty litter and put in the trash can. However, certain medicines may be harmful and, in some cases, fatal if taken by someone other than the person the medicine was prescribed for. It is best to flush these down the sink or toilet. (Look for a list of these drugs with the Universal Medication forms). There has been some concern about this form of disposal because some traces of medications have been found in water systems. However, to date scientists have found no evidence of harmful effects to humans from medicines in the environment. Number 4 “America’s Other Drug Problem” is causing approximately 125, ooo deaths a year and costing the healthcare system $177 billion dollars a year. What is this “other drug problem”? People are not taking medications correctly. Some do not even get the prescription filled. Why?  Here are a few reasons: They don’t believe they really need the medication. “No, I don’t have diabetes or I’ll hold on to the prescription and if I don’t feel better in a few days then I’ll get it filled.” Sometimes medication errors occur when we forget to take them at the proper time or just simply forget.  If you miss a dose call your pharmacist and seek advice. If you don’t understand the instructions or how to schedule the times during the day to take the medicine, call your pharmacist. They are an important part of your health care team. The bottom line is “drugs don’t work in patients that don’t take them”. 

Number 5   Back to the title of the article, turn your lights on, read the bottle before you take the medicine and for goodness sake don’t keep ointments or creams next to your toothpaste. Hemorrhoid cream will not clean your teeth and tooth paste will not cure hemorrhoids. Not to mention it will be embarrassing to explain this to the Emergency Room doctors in the middle of the night!!
