Mamas and Daddies Don’t Let Your Children Grow Up To Be Abused! 

Shocking title but a real attention getter. October is Domestic Violence Awareness Month. And a part of this Awareness is Dating Violence. 

Did you know? 

· About 1 in 11 teens report being a victim of physical dating violence each year.

· About 1 in 4 teens report verbal, physical, emotional, or sexual violence each year.

· About 1 in 5 high school girls has been physically or sexually abused by a dating partner.

Most of the time when we think of who is being abused in a relationship we automatically think it is the female. In our society today this is not always true.  Girls are often guilty of being the abuser. Research shows that both boys and girls initiate aggression in relationships. The other thought is violence is only referring to physical abuse. Verbal abuse is just as damaging. Examples of physical abuse are scratching, punching, shoving, pulling hair and choking. Verbal abuse can be name calling and putdowns, intentionally embarrassing one in front of others or keeping one from talking or seeing family members or friends. 

Adolescence is a time when teens learn how to make decisions about relationships and dating partners. What they learn during this time about how to treat others and how they should be treated may affect relationships throughout their lifetime.  Teens need guidance from adults including parents, teachers, coaches and church leaders. 

What can we do?

· Model healthy relationships. By this I mean referring to the Golden Rule and treat others as we want to be treated. 

· Praise your teen for who they are and what they do. This helps build self esteem one of the building blocks for resilience.

· Educate yourselves about dating violence and then talk with your teens about their relationships.

· Keep communication lines open. Learn to listen without judging.
