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FROM OUR PASTOR

Dear Faith Family,
I recently attended a meeting at White Oak Conference Center where the main  topic of debate was getting back to the basics of the Great Commission; Christ’s call to evangelize the lost world and to disciple the believers. It is called The Great Commission  Resurgence. The leadership of our convention has examined all the evidence and declared that we are a declining denomination. This means that even with more churches with more elaborate facilities and technology and with more missionaries on the field, we are reaching less lost people and having less impact on culture than ever as Southern Baptists, but more importantly, as followers of Jesus Christ. Leaders on the national, state, and local levels are taking a long hard look at the things which are being done that are or are not making a Christ-like eternal impact in our society. Then, they are making the hard decisions of doing away with those agencies, ministries, and events that are not accomplishing Christ’s Great Commission.
This is exactly what we are in the process of doing as a local church through the CHAMPS process. We no longer have the luxury of doing something just because it is something we’ve always done. Because finances are short, people are over-committed, lostness is so eternal, and the time is so urgent, we have to make every second, every effort, every dollar, and every ministry count towards fulfilling Christ’s call to evangelize the lost and disciple the saved. The non-effective things must be done away with.
We must also take the same approach in our personal lives. Those who serve the Lord in His church are not living frantic, 
chaotic, and over-committed lives because they are doing too much ministry but because of too many non-essential, unimportant, and competing things that keep them from the most critical thing; obeying our Lord and Savior by serving Him in fulfilling the Great Commission. We must do away with the non-essentials that are preventing us from accomplishing His call and build our lives around Him.. The great challenge for us at Faith Church, and in our personal lives, is to lay our ministries and our lives before the Lord and ask His Holy Spirit to reveal those that are critical and non-critical. Then, get rid of the non-critical and refocus on the urgent task at hand. By doing this we can have our own Great Commission Resurgence! 

“And Jesus came and spoke to them saying, ‘All authority has been given to Me in heaven and in earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”

SWANSEA PARISH NURSE

 “Sleep Tight, Don’t Let the Bedbugs Bite”

Heard this one before? What does it mean? History lesson….back in Colonial days mattresses were laid upon ropes which was a primitive model of our box springs. The ropes held the mattress tightly like a hammock. If the ropes sagged so did the mattress which meant an uncomfortable night. So when someone said “sleep tight” they were wishing you a good nights’ sleep. Now for the second part of the slogan, “Don’t let the Bedbugs Bite”. Mattresses back in the day were often filled with pine straw and other natural materials. Along with the natural materials came its inhabitants “bedbugs”. If they were in your mattress odds are you didn’t “sleep tight”. Why? Bedbugs bite, they suck your blood, inject the bite area with an anesthetic and anti-coagulant so you won’t feel them biting you. So if you don’t feel them biting why can’t you sleep? It’s actually the reaction you have-much like a mosquito bite—they itch!!!

So why am I writing about the bedbugs of long ago? THEY’RE BACK!!! If you’ve been watching the news lately reports are they are in motels, dorms, and even in theater seats! Bedbug infestation is spreading because they have become resistant to pesticides, there’s more international travel and lack of knowledge regarding the control of bed bugs due to their long time absence. 

What do they look like? They are small, flat, wingless reddish brown critters. They can range in size from a poppy seed to a lentil. They are blood suckers and can live several months without a meal. They reproduce like rabbits. Because they are flat they can hide in dark cracks and crevices like the edge of mattresses, bed frames, and box springs. They like to hang out where we like to relax. Yes, even in our couches and that favorite recliner men! However, they can migrate to places like behind wood molding, behind wall paper and other places in the home.  They are nocturnal in nature. That means they hide during the day and come out at night to feed. NOW FOR THE ONE PIECE OF GOOD NEWS.!!  They do not carry or transmit diseases. 

So what if your house is the next Motel 6 and they move in? The best thing to do is call an exterminator and start washing and cleaning everything. Heat will kill them. So washing bed linens in hot water and drying them in the dryer is a good start. You will want to vacuum everything. Some even say wrapping pillows and other articles like all of your clothes in plastic wrap for a time will kill them. Good luck with that. Sounds a lot like the treatment we give lice!

If this isn’t enough information for you, go to www.cdc.gov and type in bed bugs!! So I’ll close with “Sleep Tight………” !!
